Voicethread, 

1. Voicethread   You may need to sit away from others as  we will be recording our voices in this part of our inservice.
Vociethread is an online tool that requires registration but is free to educators.  It can be used by teachers and students to create projects by recording the voice and import images.

· Click on create (top of the page tab)

· Select the Uploadfrom..…My computer…locate your pictures (if you did not bring photos you can use what is located in the My Pictures file within My Documents on your computer.  Multiple photos can be selected by holding down the CTRL key and clicking on the pictures. As long as you continue to hold the CTRL key multiple images will be highlighted to import.
· Click on the record button to add the voice to go with your pictures.  

· The first time you click you may be asked to allow the microphone to work in voicethread. Click Allow  

· Begin recording your voice press stop when you are done.

· When you press stop you will hear your recording played back to you.

· You now can choose to save, cancel (to rerecord).

· If you have a script for your images you can simply click the arrow to the right to move to the next picture without stopping your recording.  Once you are done recording click save.

· Click on the top tab MY Voice…you will be prompted to title your thread. Click Save and your vociethead will be saved to your MYVOICE.

· From here you can share, edit or delete by clicking on the menu wheel for each individual voice thread located at the bottom right of the image of your creation.

1  Jing:  
Jing is a free online program that allows you to take still  captures as well as 5 min recordings to insert into emails and presentations.  With the video you can create stand alone instruction for students. Jing will require an email address to register.

· Click on the download button on the middle right side of your window.

· Select Window and select download .  
· Select Run, select Run again, choose accept by clicking the box and click Install.  
· This will download pretty quickly.
· Now you have the ½ sun at the top of your computer.
· Click on the capture icon which is the cross lines (first ray on the left of your sun)

· Line your cross line up where you want to capture your image and click.  You now have the Jing toolbar at the bottom of your screen.  
· If you want a still image click the first icon to capture a still.  
· The second icon is for movies like the demo I showed. If you use the movie tool the count begins at 3 so be ready to start your recording.  You will have 5 mins and the last 5 mins will appear on the time meter as a count down from 30 sec.

1. Animoto:  

Animoto is  free to educators for a 30 second clip.  Unlimited time can be purchased.  You will need an email to create an account.  In this program teachers and students can combine images and music to make short project.

· Now move to the top right where it says in the blue box Create Video

· You may choose any of the styles except those marked PRO

· Once you select your style, in the preview box the last word you see in blue is free.  Click on free to begin making your movie.
· Click Upload and select your images.  Again CTRL click will upload multiple images at one time.

· Underneath your images are additional tools for adding Text, Delete images.  Click done when you are finished.

· You can rearrange images with a simple click and drag. Moving an image to a spot already filled will bump the images over one spot.  You can’t drop an image into an empty box you must move them over.

· Once you click done you will move to the music file.  You can upload or use music from Animotos file.
· Once you select a style of music on the right side you can preview it before selecting the song.  You can click the back button on the bottom left corner of the music play list to select another style.

· Once you select your music you will move to the finalize your video. If you need to make changes after finalizing the project WARNING you will get a different arrangement of your photo transitions.  You have no control over transition in Animoto

· Add a title and description then click the create or finalize button.  This will take a few second so get up and stretch or you can create another Animoto while you wait.

· Once your video is created you can view it and edit it from the bottom blue tool box.

· Once logged in click on the second tab from the left Create

· From the drop down menu click Aviary

· Once Aviary loads you will need to click on the bar to the right 
        that says I agree to the terms show me the library!

· Here you will see CD’s, Styles, Keywords

· From each category you will see subcategories

· The last subcategory will lead you to the intros, loop, ends

· These will be what you use to create your song.  You can use a 
         mixture of intros, loops and ending from a variety of categories 
         as long as the tempo’s match.

· To preview a clip, click on the small white circle with the 
         forward arrow.

· To stop the preview, click on the white circle again .
· To add a clip, click and drag to the track #1 above the library.

· Clips can be trimmed at either end using the trimmer.

· Clips can be deleted with a right click cut

· If you want to add a clip to a song already linked together with 
        no place to drop your new clip simply drop it into track #2.

· If you want to see all the tracks you are working on you can 
click on the library, to close the library out

· Be sure if you are working with multiple tracks that you don’t 
         have them playing at the same time.  

· You can mute a track by clicking on mute within that track.

· You can also adjust volume within each track as well

· You can overlap tracks to make them blend better as well. 

· The top has a play button as well as rewind arrow.  You can also 
         drag the red marker to the beginning.

· At the top you will notice a track guide that will show you your 
        tracks as well as where you are currently are located in  your 
audio in the mix of your tracks.

· To save, click the save button on the top right.  Give you
         creation a title (and description if you like)

· You will then be prompted to mix down your creation.
· Once the mix down is completed you will be prompted chose to 
save as an MP3 or WAV file which you can open in Windows 
media player.
